Since the time we birthed Storehouse One in Los Angeles in 1987, we have collected and distributed more than 50 
million pounds of wonderful food to the needy from this facility alone. And the best part is the food is distributed with 
prayer, ministry, and love, invitations to know Jesus and attend a local church!   

Although we have scaled this program down because the majority of our staff is now based at Port Mercy, we still 
continue to receive about 20,000 pounds of top quality, nutritious food a month.  Many products are frozen or 
non-perishable and are reserved for the Friend Ships missions. The bulk of the food is perishable items, which are 
distributed through several ministries providing aid to rehabilitation centers in Mexico and Los Angele or who serve 
meals directly to needy individuals and provide food boxes to hundreds of families.  We want to continue this valuable 
outreach and finding the right facility is the key.  Please pray that the Lord leads us to the place that He selects for us.
